PARTICIPANT AGREEMENT

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This document is a binding agreement between the Bronfman Israel Experience Centre office, their officers, and Dorot Israel students.  Should you be accepted as a Participant, you will become a role model for your school, family and community, and as such, must acknowledge and be willing to abide by the rules as set out in the following pages.

PERSONAL INTEGRITY
Remember that you always represent yourself, the Dorot program, your school, your community and Canadian Jewry.  Never allow yourself or any other member of the group to be put in a compromising situation.  Dorot, including information sessions, the trip itself and follow-up, is a total Jewish educational experience.  As the program is comprised of individuals from diverse religious backgrounds, please be respectful of the religious practices of others.

PERSONAL CODE OF CONDUCT
I understand that Dorot is an educational program that is scheduled to take place in Israel from July 3th – August 5th, 2012. In order to ensure that I will derive the greatest benefit from this experience and to help ensure the safety and security of all participants, I agree to this Code of Conduct:

(a)
Zero Tolerance “Offences”
The following policies, if violated, will result in my immediate removal from the 2012 Dorot program.

1.
I will not transport, use or purchase alcohol or illegal drugs (other than those prescribed by a physician) during ANY part of the program.  I understand that if I am caught with illegal narcotics or alcohol at any time during the program, even prior to departure (at the airport), I will be immediately removed from the program and sent home at the expense of my parents.

2.
I will abide by all the policies, regulations and guidelines dealing with safety and security.  I understand that any violation of the safety and security regulations as dictated by the Bronfman Israel Experience Centre professional staff and will result in immediate removal from the program and I will be sent home.

I, _______________________________, fully understand the above mentioned “Zero-Tolerance Offences”, and I further understand and recognize that a violation in these policies will result in my immediate removal from the program and that I will be sent home to Montreal at the full expense of my parents/legal guardians.

(b)
Punishable Offences
The following offences, if violated, will result in the professional staff of the Bronfman Israel Experience Centre taking such steps as necessary to ensure that such violation(s) will not take place again.  Should any of these violations persist, the professional staff of the Bronfman Israel Experience Centre, at their discretion, retains the right to remove me, the participant, from the program at any time.

I. I agree not to gamble at any time during the program, including during free time.  If a friendly game of cards CAN be perceived as gambling, then such game will be brought to an end and the cards and any other gambling equipment will be confiscated.

II. I will remain with the group at all times and I will not leave the hotel during free time for any reason.
III. I will respect all areas that are considered off limits.

IV. I will not hitchhike and I will not swim alone or at night.

V. I will report any accident, injury or illness immediately to a madrich/a.

VI. I will not smoke.  This includes during free time as well as scheduled programs.

VII. I will not abuse hotel property.

VIII. I will not take any items deemed as hotel property home as a souvenir. (Including, but not limited to: towels, ashtrays, remote controls, glasses…)

IX. I will respect other hotel guests using the same facility.

X. I will participate in all programs, be it social, educational or otherwise.

XI. I will be on time for all events.

XII. I agree not to undergo any body piercing nor tattooing during the trip.

XIII. I will abide by the curfew, as the intensity of the itinerary requires proper rest in order to benefit most from the experience.

XIV. Public areas will be available for socialization until curfew.  I will behave respectfully and appropriately with members of the opposite sex. I will not be alone in a room with a member of the opposite sex.

XV. Should I be a participant on a bus(es) deemed “Nut Free”, I will abide by the rules as set by the Bronfman Israel Experience Centre and ensure I do not open, eat, or offer any item(s) which may contain nut products on such buses.

XVI. I will conduct myself in a manner, which is in keeping with the spirit of Shabbat.  All group activities will be in accordance with the laws of Shabbat.

I understand that violation of any of these rules will result in disciplinary action.  I realize that the leaders of the Bronfman Israel Experience Centre are authorized in all instances of inappropriate behaviour to make whatever decisions are necessary to ensure the safety of participants and the success of the trip, including sending me home at my or my family's expense.
